      2.   Saturday, September 25, 9:00am - 11:00am- Pick up full bags from 
the area in which your team dropped off bags and bring them to the collection point 
designated for that neighborhood.   
OR 
Coordinate and assist at a designated Community Donation Drop Off location.   You will 
help load donations into a truck or vehicle and/or bring the donations to the Food Bank 
warehouse.  Suitable locations include churches or synagogue, school or community center 
or a business with ample parking area 

  
3. Saturday, September 25, 12:00pm - Join us at the Food Bank Warehouse for pizza and a tour 

of the building.  We are at 735 Broadway Street, next to the Francis Gate House. 
 
If you are unable to help with the Pantry Raid, you may conduct a food drive at your place 
of work, worship, or at an upcoming celebration with Family or friends, sports team or 
social group.
